Taekwondo Union of New Zealand Incorporated Grading Regulations

1.0 Purpose
The purpose of these regulations is to ensure that TUNZ grading procedures and standards are the same for all members. They are designed to be flexible enough to encompass all levels of TUNZ members and award a national recognised Colour Belt grade (Geup), Junior Black Belt (Poon), Black Belt (Dan) and certification for all TUNZ members.

1.2 Composition
The TUNZ has established the following two types of commissions to conduct its grading activities: -

1.2.1 Entrusted Commission 



The Entrusted Commission is composed of an approved TUNZ Examiner who determines the grades of Colour Belt members, in accordance with the grading procedures, schedules and standards set by the TUNZ.

1.2.2 Special Commission 
The Special commission is composed of a Grading Panel consisting of two appropriately ranked TUNZ Examiners appointed by the Technical Director. If only one TUNZ Examiner is available, the Technical Director will appoint a suitably qualified Senior Black Belt to the special commission as the second Examiner.

The Special Commission determines the grade of Junior Black Belt and Dan Black Belt students, in accordance with the grading regulations, schedules and standards set by the TUNZ and in relation to WTF Dan/Poon regulations.

1.3 Grading Activities
The Technical Director shall authorise the following activities:


(i) All TUNZ Colour Belt examinations,

(ii) All TUNZ Junior Black Belt examinations 

(iii) All TUNZ Black Belt examinations.

1.4 Subjects for Qualification
The subjects for examination include:


(i) Basic exercises (Novice, Intermediate and Senior levels)

(ii) Forms (patterns), including Taegeuk and Black Belt Poomsae

(iii) Sparring; both pre-arranged and free sparring

(iv) Power Test 

(v) Self Defense

(vi) Smashing  

2.0 Grading Requirements for TUNZ Clubs

a) All Grading's are to be approved by the Technical Director through liaison with all TUNZ Examiners.

b) All TUNZ Member clubs must be graded by either the Technical Director or an independent TUNZ Examiner from outside their club or region once every calendar year. 

c) For the remaining two Grading's per calendar year, the TUNZ Club Instructor may nominate any approved TUNZ Examiner to conduct his or her Club's grading. 

d) A TUNZ Club Instructor who is also an approved TUNZ Examiner may conduct two out of three Grading's per year at his or her own Club.

e) All accommodation, travel, hospitality and associated expenses of the       Technical Director or TUNZ Examiner are to be met by the hosting TUNZ Clubs. 

f) If an independent TUNZ Examiner has not graded a TUNZ club within the current calender year, the TUNZ will require that the club concerned schedule it's next Grading with the Technical Director or an approved TUNZ Examiner appointed by the Technical Director. 
3.0 Grading conducted by an approved TUNZ Examiner

a) An approved TUNZ Examiner holding the rank of 4th Dan Black Belt or higher may conduct a TUNZ Grading for a club that comes under their direct control. 

b) TUNZ Instructors may directly contact an approved TUNZ Examiner of their choice to conduct their Grading. 

c) TUNZ Instructors must check and ensure that the nominated Examiner is a fully approved TUNZ Examiner. (The Technical Director will verify).

d) Any grading conducted by an Examiner who is not approved by the TUNZ for any TUNZ member club will result in all grading certificates, grading fees and grades being withheld by the TUNZ until an investigation is conducted and the matter is addressed and resolved.

4.0 Classification of Students
There are four classifications of a TUNZ student:

(i) Beginner - White belt student

(ii) Colour Belt student, which has three levels:

· Novice Colour Belt – Yellow Tab to Green Belt student

· Intermediate Colour Belt – Blue Tab to Red Tab student

· Senior Colour belt – Red Belt to Black Tab student

(iii) Junior Black Belt or Junior Colour Belt student, who is under 16 years of age

(iv) Adult Black Belt Dan student, or Adult Colour Belt student, (16 years and over).

5.0 Grading Eligibility

To be eligible for a TUNZ Grading, the student (be they a Colour Belt, Junior Black Belt or Dan Black Belt) must meet the criteria’s outlined in items 6.1 – 6.4 and 8.0 – 13.2 Instructors are to ensure that all candidates are paid up for the current financial year before permitting them to be graded. 

6.0 Colour Belt Grading's

6.1 Format
The format of the grading is to be run in accordance with the TUNZ's Grading Syllabus, Schedules and Standards.

6.2 Period between Colour Belt Grading
The minimum period between grading for Colour Belts between white belt to red belt is four months continuous training, which is to be monitored and controlled by the club Instructor. A student should have an attendance record of over 70% between Grading's. (Clubs observing a school or university term break are taken into consideration during this period). 

Instructors are to plan their calender year accordingly to allow for the minimum period between colour belt grading's. Where this is not possible due to Examiner unavailability or for any other reason, the Instructor is to notify the Technical Director to discuss and arrange a Grading date that is as close as possible to the minimum period.

6.3 Uniform 

The Colour Belt student between the rank of white belt and red belt must wear a white v-neck do-bok (uniform) when grading. They must have on their uniform the TUNZ round badge (worn over the heart), and the New Zealand flag badge (worn on the right arm between the shoulder and elbow.  Black-tab students may wear the black v-neck with approval from their instructor. 

6.4 Student Preparation and Grading content
The Instructor and student must ensure that the required TUNZ Grading Standards are met (see item 6.5.1), and the Grading Syllabus/Schedule is adhered to at the grading.  Any additional grading content, variations, or requirements are to be made through consultation with the Examiner prior to the grading.  The student is to be familiar with the grading syllabus, have an understanding of what is required from them and be well prepared for the grading.

6.5 Marking

Each grading subject (see item 1.4) is marked out of a possible total of 5 points as follows: - 

1- Poor

2- Below average

3- Average

4- Very Good

5- Excellent

6.5.1 Grading Standards

The Examiner will determine a mark for each subject based on the following standards: -

Knowledge – Demonstrating a clear understanding of the syllabus and performing it without making any mistakes or hesitating.

Technique – Proper application of the required techniques. 

Movement – Smooth transition between moves without loss of balance and maintaining flow, rhythm, co-ordination, and correct timing.

Power – The correct application of power on the execution of all techniques and the maintaining of power from start to finish. All round fitness, strength and agility.

Performance – This includes 

Presentation; - the correct wearing of the regulation do-bok, badges and belt. 

Etiquette; - the following of proper etiquette and showing of proper respect.  

Concentration; - the gaze of the student in the required direction during the execution of all techniques, concentration throughout the entire grading and paying attention to the Instructor's commands and directives Spirit; demonstrating courage, determination and indomitable spirit.
6.6 Colour Belt Grading Results - Classification
The following classifications of a pass or fail will apply: -

a) Pass - Successful promotion to the next grade (Geup).

b) Provisional Pass - Where it is deemed by the Examiner, that the student has shown enough ability to warrant a double-grade. Alternatively, it can apply to a student who has not shown enough ability but will be graded to the next Geup on the provision that they may either miss the next Grading to gain more experience, or show more improvement and effort at the next Grading.

c) Fail - Where it is deemed by the Examiner that the student has not performed to the required standard and is not to be promoted. 

6.7 Confirmation of Colour Belt Grading Results

Through prior arrangement with the Examiner, the Instructor can request that all members grading results be given at the end of the Grading session, or be withheld until the following scheduled class for that club. All current financial members are entitled to receive their result without any undue delay. Any certificates, belts and grading results will be withheld by the TUNZ if a candidate has not paid his or her current TUNZ annual membership fee. Upon receipt of any outstanding TUNZ fees, those items would then be promptly released.

6.7.1 Note regarding confirmation of Colour Belt Grading Results: -  

While the Examiner will give due consideration to the recommendation of the Club Instructor on the final result of any student who has graded, the Examiner will have the final word. All results are final and cannot be changed or altered once granted. There is no refund for anyone who has been graded and failed.

6.8 Grading Formalities

A Grading is a formal occasion. The Instructor is to ensure all Taekwondo protocols and etiquette's are observed. The New Zealand National Flag is to be displayed inside the Dojang. The Korean National Flag is optional. The Examiner's table is to be covered with a plain white tablecloth.
6.9 Documentation

The Instructor is to ensure that all official TUNZ grading documentation is ready and completed in full for the arrival of the Examiner at the start of the grading: -

· TUNZ Colour Belt Grading Sheet

· TUNZ Grading Fee & Promotion Sheet

(Cheque payments attached)

6.10 TUNZ Colour Belt Grading Fees
The colour belt grading fees are set by the Management Committee of the TUNZ and are as follows:

6.11 Distribution of Colour Belt Grading Fees

The division of fees for Colour Belt Grading's are set in accordance with the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand's Management Committee and are as follows: 

· 1/3 To the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand 

· 1/3 To the Club
· 1/3 To the Examiner
7.0 TUNZ Grading Certificates
All Colour Belt, Junior Black Belt, and Black Belt, certificates issued to successful candidates must be the current approved certificates authorised by the TUNZ Management Committee. All Grading Certificates are to be signed by the President and Technical Director of the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand.

8.0 Black Belt Grading's
8.1 Types of Black Belt
There are two types of Black Belts in the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand structure. These are; Junior Black Belt (Poon) and Black Belt (Dan).  The promotion to any Black Belt grade is determined by the student being graded, which is conducted in accordance with the grading regulations of the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand. 

8.2 Black Belt Grading Certificate and Embroidered Belt

a) All applications for Poon/Dan grading's must be applied for in writing on the appropriate application form to the Technical Director, and are subject to approval, (see item 13.0).

b) If a Poon/Dan certificate and embroidered belt are required to be presented to the successful candidate on the day of the grading, then the Technical Director must receive the application form, together with the grading fee no less than eight weeks prior to the scheduled grading date. 

c) If a Poon/Dan application and grading fee are received at the time of the grading, the certificate and embroidered belt will be sent to the Instructor within six weeks after the grading date.

8.3 Junior Black Belt and Black Belt Grading Fees

The fees for Junior Black Belt and Black Belt grading's are set in accordance with the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand's Management Committee and are as follows: 

a) To Grade from Red Belt black tab to Junior Black Belt the fee is $100.00; for any subsequent grading to Junior Black Belt II and III the grading fee is $50.00 per grade, paid in full to the TUNZ. 

b) To Grade from Red Belt black tab to 1st Dan Black Belt the grading fee is $100.00; for any subsequent Black Belt grading the fee is $150.00 per grade, paid in full to the TUNZ. 

Included in each applicant’s fees above is $30.00 payable to the Examiner panel.  TUNZ will distribute these fees that it has collected on the Examiners’ behalf.

9.0 Junior Black Belt (Poon) Grading

An applicant for a Junior Black Belt must be at least 10 years or older, and have been practicing Taekwondo for at least 3 years.

The Junior Black Belt structure has 3 levels, these levels are:

i. Junior Black Belt 1st  Poon

ii. Junior Black Belt 2nd Poon

iii. Junior Black Belt 3rd Poon

9.2 Junior Black Belt Requirements

Before a colour belt applicant can grade for 1st Poon Junior Black Belt, they must have been continuously practising Taekwondo for a minimum of 3 years. This must include a period of continuous training for a minimum of one year between Red Belt Black Tab and the sitting of their 1st Poon Junior Black Belt. 

 When a Junior Black Belt reaches the age of 16 they may apply through their Club Instructor to the Technical Director for their 1st Dan Black Belt Certificate and embroided Black Belt. The cost of the Black Belt Certificate and Belt is to be met by the club/applicant, which is $40.00.

To automatically qualify for their 1st Dan Black Belt an applicant must have been training continuously since their last grading and the period between their last grading and the application for 1st Dan, is not more than three years. 

Upon turning 16 years of age an applicant does not automatically qualify for their 1st Dan Black Belt if the period between their last grading and applying for 1st Dan Black Belt is more than 3 years. In this case the applicant must then apply to sit their 1st Dan Black Belt, pay the respective grading fee and sit a full 1st Dan Black Belt Grading. (See item 9.4.1) Once passing the 1st Dan Black Belt Grading, the Belt and the Certificate will be issued by the T.U.N.Z. 

9.3 Transition Periods for Junior Black Belts
The transition periods for the Junior Black Belt structure are set out in the table below.

9.4.1 Notes regarding transition periods for Junior Black Belts

· The minimum age for being promoted to 1st Dan Black Belt is 16 years of age.  The number of years before being considered for promotion refers to the minimum number of cumulative years training.

· Any TUNZ member, who is under 16 years and has already received a 1st Dan Black Belt certificate prior to this Policy being implemented on the 13 February 1999, shall automatically fall under the Junior Black Belt level III criteria for when they may grade.

· If an applicant has not graded within the previous three-year period then they must sit the appropriate syllabus for the grade they have applied for.

10.0 Dan Gradings

10.1 Dan Black Belt Requirements
An applicant for a Dan Black Belt must be at least 16 years or older and have been cumulatively practicing Taekwondo for a minimum of 3 years. 

The waiting period for an adult Red Belt-Black Tab applicant for a 1st Dan grading is eight months continuous training. Before any applicant can grade for higher Dans they must have been actively and continuously training for a minimum of one year. This applies to all Dan Black Belt Grades.  The number of years before being considered for promotion refers to the minimum number of cumulative years training. (See item 11.0).

See the attached table for the transition periods for Dan Black Belts.  Black Belt has 10 levels; these are 1st Dan Black Belt through to 10th Dan Black Belt.

10.2.1 Notes for transition periods for Dan Black Belts

* 
Refers to Junior Black Belt levels where the minimum age can vary depending upon what level of Junior Black Belt was achieved.

Refers to the flattening out of the structure, at 4th Dan Black Belt a candidate is required to have a minimum of 12 years Taekwondo experience, of which nine years are to be at the Dan Black Belt level, irrelevant of whether the candidate was a Junior Black Belt or not.

11.0 Cumulative Training
Cumulative training refers to the amount of time between a Grading that a member is required to practice Taekwondo before they are eligible for Poon/Dan promotion.

This allows for a break within the period, however if such a break occurs then the candidate must have completed the appropriate number of cumulative years training and have continuously trained for one year prior to the Grading to be eligible for promotion.

Such candidates must be assessed at least three months prior to the programmed grading by a Qualified Examiner and that the application for promotion must be endorsed accordingly that the candidate is competent to sit such a test.

12.0 Poon/Dan Grading Procedures

12.1 Format

The specified subjects of practical techniques and standard requirements applied to the Junior Black Belt and the Dan Black Belt structure as determined by the TUNZ Grading Schedules and TUNZ Grading Standards.

12.2 Uniform

Applicants for 1st Poon or 1st Dan are to wear an approved white v-neck or black v-neck do-bok at this grading.  Poon holders may wear the red and black v-neck or black v-neck do-bok. Dan holders must wear the black v-neck do-bok.

They must have on their uniform the TUNZ round badge (worn over the heart), the New Zealand flag badge (worn on the right arm between the shoulder and elbow.

12.3 Poon/Dan Grading Standards, Markings and Results

The standards, and markings for all Poon/Dan grading's are in accordance with items 6.4, 6.5 and 6.5.1 of the TUNZ Grading Regulations.

Results for any Poon/Dan grading's will be determined by the Special Commission and given at the end of the grading. No Poon/Dan grading results are to be withheld from the applicants.  All results are final and not negotiable.

12.4 Poon/Dan Grading Results - Classification

A Poon/Dan grading final mark is based on a percentage out of 100%.

a) 49% & Under
= Fail

b) 50% - 59%
= Provisional Pass

c) 60% - 69%
= Pass

d) 70% - 79%
= Pass with merit

e) 80% - 89%
= Pass with Distinction

f) 90% & Over
= Pass with Honours

NOTES: - 

· Fail - Any applicant who has been failed may reapply after 4 months. There is no refund for a Fail Result.

· Provisional Pass - Will be required to re-test within 1 month on those parts of the grading syllabus that were not performed at the required standard.  In this case the Applicant's belt will be presented but his/her certificate will not be presented until after the re-test.

· In the event of a re-test, the Technical Director may appoint an approved Examiner or Senior Black Belt Instructor to re-test the applicant on behalf of the TUNZ.

13.0 Poon/Dan Application Process

All applicants for a Poon or Dan grading must fit the above criteria detailed from items 8.0 to 13.2 and first be considered by the TUNZ to be a worthy applicant, and be approved by the Technical Director before being permitted to grade. 

13.1 Applications for 4th Dan or Higher

The TUNZ views the holding of ranks 4th Dan Black Belt or higher as that of a Master Instructor. All applications for 4th Dan or higher must be accompanied by a letter from the applicant to the Technical Director seeking an invitation to grade from the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand. The letter must state the reasons why the applicant wishes to grade and outline the applicant's contribution to the TUNZ, the martial art and sport of Taekwondo. The Technical Director, through consultation with the TUNZ management committee, reserves the right to decline the application if it is felt that the applicant has not yet achieved the required skill levels or has not yet demonstrated to the TUNZ a commitment to active participation in the TUNZ outside of his or her own club.

13.2 Successful Applicants
The wearing of a TUNZ Poon or Dan Black Belt is an honour extended by the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand to all successful grading applicants. 

All TUNZ Black Belt members are entitled to attend TUNZ Instructor and Referee Courses. Any TUNZ Black Belt member, who holds the rank of 4th Dan or higher, may apply to become an approved TUNZ Examiner, (this is subject to the applicant meeting the criteria's set by the TUNZ and being approved).

14.0 Recognition and Grading of other Taekwondo Stylists
The following regulations detailed in items 14.1 – 14.8.1, clarify the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand’s recognition of ‘current competencies’, grades, and the further progression of non-TUNZ/WTF Taekwondo practitioners and other Taekwondo Stylists. 

14.1 Recognition of Non-TUNZ/WTF Colour Belt Grades
The Taekwondo Union of New Zealand will recognise the Colour Belt Grade of a current or former member of another Taekwondo organisation or non-TUNZ/WTF Taekwondo style under the following requirements: -

1) Proof of certification of the said Grade.

2) Certification is from a recognised and legitimate Taekwondo Body and Taekwondo Master Instructor.

3) The member concerned is able to demonstrate the required skills for that level. 

4) For the purpose of competition and regular class participation only.

14.2 Further Progression through TUNZ Colour Belt Grades

The member concerned must stand-down from further grading until such time that they are able to demonstrate the required skill level and have learnt and demonstrated the TUNZ syllabus up to and including their current Grade. 

All TUNZ Grading Regulations will apply.

14.3 Required Stand-down Period at Colour Belt Level

In the event that the colour belt member concerned has had a lengthy break from the practise of Taekwondo and is not at the required skill level for their Grade, the TUNZ Club Instructor is to stipulate a stand down period in which the member concerned must first meet that level, before being considered for further progression through the colour belt grades. The determined stand-down period is at the discretion of the TUNZ Club Instructor, who may also stipulate the member concerned starting at white-belt level again, (see items 14.8 – 14.8.1). If in doubt, the Technical Director should be consulted. 

All TUNZ Gradings Regulations will apply.

14.5 Recognition of Non-TUNZ/WTF Style Taekwondo Black Belt Ranks

The Taekwondo Union of New Zealand will recognise the Black Belt rank of a current or former member of another Taekwondo organisation or Non-TUNZ/WTF Taekwondo style under the following requirements: -

1) Proof of certification of the said rank. 

2) Certification is from a recognised and legitimate Taekwondo Body and Taekwondo Master Instructor.

3) The member concerned is able to demonstrate the required skills for that level. 

4) For the purpose of competition and regular class participation only

14.6 Further Progression through TUNZ Black Belt Ranks
In the event of the Black Belt member concerned wanting to grade under the auspices of the TUNZ, then he/she must first obtain, by grading for, a TUNZ/WTF style 1st Dan Black Belt or 1st Poon Junior Black Belt before further progressing through TUNZ Black Belt grades. (See item 14.7)  

Special circumstances may apply for holders of a 3rd Dan Taekwondo Black Belt or higher at the discretion of the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand.

14.7 Stand-down Period for Progression through TUNZ Black Belt Ranks

Non-TUNZ/WTF Taekwondo Black Belts of all ranks wishing to apply for a TUNZ Dan or Poon grading must first observe a 12-month stand-down period. This stand-down period must consist of 12 months continuous training at a TUNZ Member Club under an approved TUNZ Instructor. During this time the member concerned must learn the TUNZ Grading Syllabus up to TUNZ Red Belt-Black Tab Grade. Before completion of the stand-down period, the member concerned must also be assessed by an approved TUNZ Examiner to determine suitability to grade. 

14.7.1 Return from extended break in the practise of Taekwondo
In the event that the Black Belt member concerned has had a lengthy break from the practise of Taekwondo and is not at the required skill level for their current rank, their TUNZ Club-Instructor is to stipulate a further stand down period in which the member concerned must first meet that skill level and then observe the required TUNZ 12-month stand-down period.  

If in doubt, the Technical Director should be consulted.  

All TUNZ grading regulations will apply.

14.8 Tournament Misrepresentation

All TUNZ Instructors are not to withhold the true rank or skill level of a member who has held a higher grade in another Taekwondo organisation or Taekwondo style for the purpose of gaining an unfair advantage in a TUNZ Tournament. (See item 14.8.1)

14.8.1 Fair Play

Misrepresentation is a serious breach of trust and can place TUNZ members at risk of injury or disadvantage. It is not in the spirit of Fair Play, or in the Olympic spirit, nor is it in the best interest of the sport. Such behaviour conflicts with the ‘tenants and philosophy’ of Taekwondo. Any evidence of this breach may result in the offending member, or TUNZ Instructor, facing full disciplinary action from the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand, (see item 15.0).
15.0 Code of Ethics
All TUNZ Black Belts are expected to become familiar with and abide by the TUNZ Code of Ethics. Where it is deemed by the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand that a member Poon or Dan holder has brought the art of Taekwondo or the TUNZ into ill repute or seriously breached the TUNZ Code of Ethics the member concerned will have all recognition of their TUNZ rank withdrawn.

16.0 TUNZ Approved Instructors

All TUNZ Club Instructors are approved to teach and coach Taekwondo under the auspices of the Taekwondo Union of New Zealand. Instructors without prior written TUNZ approval are not permitted to use or reproduce the TUNZ Name, Brand, or Logo, or make any claim to practise or teach under it’s regulations, policies or procedures.
