TUNZ was well represented at
the commonwealth
championships this year, with
all 7 athletes members of the
Union.

This was the first WTF
sanctioned tournament where
an official NZ team were
required to compete using the
new Lajust electronic body
pads. These are a little bit
different to the adidas body
pads. Rather than just
registering power, you're
required to wear not only the
body pad, but also sensors on
your feet. A point is scored
only when your instep or heel
make clean contact with the
body pad with enough force.
Three corner judges still
manually score headshots and
punches.

The NZ team were allocated
some training time on the
Friday to have a play around
with the new body pads and
feet sensors. After having a
practice all members of the
team including coaches and
officials, were pretty happy
with how the new technology
performed.

Sunday saw the senior
sparring. NZ lightweight Alan
Brian took home a bronze
medal after defeating two of

his three opponents. Alan
narrowly lost to the Canadian
number one, but made it into
the repocharge, where he first
beat England then defeated ar
Australian opponent. In the
middleweight division it was a
very similar story with Nic
Dorman losing his first fight
against a Canadian fighter, but
again making it to the
repocharge where he went on
to dominate his next two
Canadian competitors to take
the bronze.

NZ heavyweight, Matthew
Beach won silver overall after
losing the final to Canada 6-3.
However it was a hard fought
run to the final, with Matthew
also having to face his team
mate Dafydd Sanders, in the
preliminaries, winning that
match by Golden-Point in the
sudden death play-off after
Dafydd was leading right
through to the end of the third.

Dafydd Sanders won his first
match impressively with a big
points win over another
Canadian heavyweight. After
going down to Matthew, he
faced Australia in the
repocharge with the win going
to the Australian.

Fellow NZ team heavyweight
Michael Marsh won the
bronze after 3 tough matches.
He went down in his first
fight, then made the

repocharge after his fighter
made it to the final. He won
his next bout and then secured
the medal after defeating the
Australian fighter who had
earlier beaten Dafydd.

Hayley Schofield in the

female middleweight division
still managed to secure a
bronze after losing her first
fight to a much taller Canadian
opponent, and Diana Kasad
lost her first match against
Canada in the female
bantamweight division and
missed out on the repo charge
after her opponent failed to
make the finals.

TNZ also sent two
international referees to the
event. Master Vijay Chhika,
and Master Stan Wagner
gained some valuable
international experience, with
Master Chhika coming away
with the “Best Referees
Award”.
